Planning your home design

There are twavays to begin a new home using HCA:

1 The HCA designer is a quick way to get started by adding rooms adetoes in those
rooms. It supports Insteon, UPB, and X10. Once the devices are added the most common
configuration can be done.

1 Starting with a blank or empty file

Regardless of which of these methods is used to create desayn there are two importd

Design name

You must supply a name for your design. This name appears in the HCA title bar when this design

is loaded, but this need not tiee file name thathe design is stored in. If you like, you can create
several designs, each with a unique name, and i
trying different approaches thi your programs and schedules).

Location

You must also supply the location of your home. HCA provalkst of zip codes for United
Sates locations. For outside of that area you can configure by entering in your location
information.

HCA uses your location to compute the sunrise and sunset times for your schedules. HCA also
relies on the time zone you have selected in the Windows control panel Date/Time settings tool. If
you select docationin HCA that is in a differentthe zone from the one you have set in the

control panel, the sunrise and sunset times may appear to be off. So, remember to check your
control panel time zone selection.
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The HCA Designer

The kest way to begimvorking with HCA is by using thelCA designer When it first starts, you
are offered a link to a video that shows how it works depending upon the automation protocol you
have. We urge you to watch the video.

This can be very effective
if you have existing automation gear already installed. Before you begin there is a short video
that helps you learn to use the designer.

Once the location is set, the next set is to add rooms. Each time the "Add Room" button is pressed
a rew room icon is added to the display:

If at any time you want to change the icon of a room, just select it and press the "Change lcon"
button. To change the room napselect it and press the "Rename" button. And to delete the room,
select it and press the "Delete" button.
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The text below the icon gives the room name. It displays in red if there are no devices yet in the
room.

Tip: You can ado rightclick on the room icon and the popup menu contains these actions as well.

The design also lets you show the rooms by icon or by a list. The buttons at the right control this.
Some users like to see things by icons and others prefer a tabig té'sou.

The next step is to add devices to the roomtaowd that happendepend upon the protocol of
those devicebut they all start in the same way.

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Adding an Insteon device

For Insteon devices the next step after adding the device is to capture tesauf type for it.
Select the device and themeps the "Capture Address afgbe" button.This dialog opens.

To add UPB devices to your design proceeds differendlg X10 or Insteoas all the devices in
the UPB network are added at one time. Wthen'Add Device" button is pressed on the "UPB"
tab this popup explains:

Add a UPB Device

The best method to add UPB devices to your file is to import the UPE file that the UPB
configuration program — called UPStart — creates. This file contains all the rooms and

devices contained in your network as well as their configuration.

To create the UPE file, in UPStart load your network file then select from the application
menu “Export”. After the UPE file is created then close this dialog with the “Start Import™
button. HCA then has you browse to the UPE file and performs the import.

Or you can add a “Generic UPB device” to this room where you supply all the UPB address

information. Generic UPB devices have only limited capabilities.

Once all the devices are added then next step is to decide how devices within a room Trtéact.
is more fully described in thdser Guide Rooms chaptdaut here is the general idea.

A room in HCA can either be ON or OFF. Whenoom isON one or moref the devices in the
room are ON When a room i©FF thermall of the devices in the roomeaOFF.

For each device in the room you specify how it and the room interact
1 When the room goes on does the device go on as well?
1 When the room goes off does the device go off as well?
1 Is the state of the devideon or offi helpdetermindf the room iself is on?

While this may seem complex it carake implementing some basic "room logic" simple. Suppose
that you have a motion sensor and some switches. The motion sensor can be marked as
determining if the room is on or odind the switches configured $@at when the room goes on

they go on, and when the room goes off, they go off.

By just a fewselectionsg/ou can easily have the lights come on when the motion sensor sees
motion. In the Rooms chaptgou can read how this system can be additionallyigorddso that

the motion sensor and switches work better together to make sure the lights don't go off if you just
happen to stop moving.

Also note in this example, that there are two classes of settingsn light and when dark. HCA

has extensive configuration for how the concept of “light" and "dark" is determined in your home.
But the general idea is that you may want to do diffesetions depending upon if it is daytime or
nightime

Most televisions these days are never really dffiey are in a lower power mode when they

appear off but still are using power. This makes it possible for remote controls to turn them on.
When you are not at home or asleep the TV might as well be truly powered off. You can do this
by plugging it intoa controllable outlet.

Battery chargers

Anything with a Apower brickod uses power even i
home it should be off. When you are hoimeven when you are aslegfit should remain

powered on so things can chargggain, a controllable outlet can be used here.

Interior lighting
Interior lighting should be off when you are not at home and should go off when you leave or when
you go to bed. While you are home, nothing should be automated.

Circulation Pump
There isno point in having hot water distributed though your home when you are away but should
come on when you get up and when you return home.

These are just some of the devices in your home that can be controlled based updodshat
your home is in. The inte here is to have off what should be off when it should be off. This
results in energy savings and reduced electricity use.

Some very simple options in the properties for your devices can make all this aapipie

Auto off for a deice is exactly what it says: After some length of time after the device is turned
on, it is automatically turned off.his is configured on the "Auto Off" tab for a room.

One important point about this: This auto off only works if HCA controlled the devicé fodn

a schedule or prograror HCA receives a message that the device was locally contiojled

walked up to the switch and tapped fgaeldle on. Most modern devices can send messages when
locally controlled but how that is done depends upon the protocol and device type.

Designer Final Thoughts

The Designer is a simple way to make changes tongmms andlevices. All of what the
Desiger does can be done using other tools in HCA. The idea behind the designer is to bring all
these tools together into one place.

You can use the designer to create a new design file but you can also use it subsequent to that to
modify an existing file.

Starting with a Blank or Empty file

In addition to the HCA Designer you can also start with an empty filee that has nothing added
to it.

To start like this just start HCA. If you don't load a filerthibedesign is empty and you catart
addng devices and programs.

There is one importartctionyou should alstakewhen startig a HCA design in this manner and
that is to set the location so HCA can corrediyerminesunrise and sunset.

The optionsn this system can help you avoid making inadvertent changes to your design, and can
guarantee that only people with the password can change programs, devices, and groups.

Remember that you need to leave the computer on all thé fimeould be a shamié just
anybody could walk up to the computer and start changing your design. This is when you use the
home design properties to assign passwords to various actions and protect your design.

To create security settings click on the security tab.
